Academic Advising & Student Success Center 

 AASSC hires and trains students as peer edu-
cators. Only students who meet high standards are 
selected. Peer tutors can earn CRLA (College Read-
ing and Learning Association) certification.  AASSC 
coordinates referrals to on-campus programs and 
departmental tutoring. Tutoring is available 
throughout campus. AASSC assists students in 
finding the best fit for his or her academic needs. 
Also available and free of charge are small study 
groups run by top-notch students.  Study group 
leaders have been recommended by professors for 
some of the most challenging lower-division gen-
eral education classes  on campus.

Program for Academic Advancement 

 A federally funded, TRiO program, PAA is 
located on the Fort Lewis College campus.  Its 
mission is to positively impact the retention and 
graduation rates of first generation and low income 
students. PAA provides individualized support for 
students, in part, by assigning an advisor at PAA

It is a campus community that assists 
the academic and personal growth of students so they 
will graduate from college and continue to do great 
things.

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 All students attending Fort Lewis Col-
lege during Fall 2008 will register for Winter 
2009 term via WebOPUS after advising.  The 
College registration process begins with an 
advising meeting to ensure students are ad-
hering to the requirements of their particular 
degree program.  All degree-seeking students 
must meet with an advisor prior to register-
ing.  At that meeting, the advisor will review

 Mid -term exams can be a very stressful time and may be stu-

For freshmen, the newness and excitement of college may be wear-
ing thin and the need to study is becoming a realization.   

 If students have not been self-disciplined in going to class and 
doing homework, this is the time they begin to feel the conse-
quences.   Faculty are talking with students who are behind in as-
signments and encouraging them to catch up; some faculty may 
have suggested certain students withdraw from their classes.  Fac-
ulty members have identified students who have not attended class, 
are not doing assignments, or not passing exams.   The resulting list, 
called the Early Alert list, has been circulated to key support people 
on campus and staff tries to contact listed students to offer support. 

 Mid -term exams may also coincide with financial concerns, 
long-distance relationship stress, roommate difficulties, and missing 
routine family support.  It is a time where students may need extra 
encouragement.  The campus Counseling Center offers the follow-
ing suggestions on how parents might help. 

Ask students about what they are learning in classes.  
What are they excited about?  Inquire about their exam 
schedule and major papers they need to write.  Students 
need you to be interested and to give them a chance to 
vent.  Encourage rather than lecture.  Accept and listen to 
student concerns.   

Write cards and send caring emails or text messages.  
Give them family news.  Talk about their upcoming visit 
home.  Send care packages. 

If students are having difficulty, suggest they reach out to 
one of the support offices that offer help.  Ask them if 
someone has called them offering help and encourage 

them to follow through.  If they have withdrawn from a class, 
have them check in WebOPUS to be sure the withdrawal oc-
curred successfully. 

Talk to students about the importance of routine self-care such 
as healthy eating and sleep.  Students with sleep problems 
should be encouraged to go to the Health Center or the Coun-
seling Center to get suggestions.  Students need to be discour-
aged from all-night study sessions before an exam.   

Encourage students to talk to their professors about their con-
cerns.  Our professors want to help students; they can do this 
better if they know individual students and understand per-
sonal difficulties they may be having in their class.  Communi-
cation with professors (usually during posted office hours) is 
very important.  Students who sleep through an exam need to 
talk to the professor. 

Remind students that many professors post their mid-term 
grades on WebOPUS.  This can be a warning that they need to 
reach out for help.   Parents have access to those grades only

If  
students miss that time they may contact the Counseling Cen-
ter to request an individual screening.   

The Counseling Center, located in Noble Hall, is staffed by professional 
counselors who are available weekdays to assist students.  Appointments 
are highly recommended.

 The Federal Educational Rights and Privacy 
Act of 1974 (FERPA) affords students certain 
rights with respect to their educational records.  
The Act applies to all institutions that receive 
federal funding under any program administered 
by the Secretary of Education.   

 In application, once a student enters col-
lege, FERPA regulations present an unantici-
pated hurdle for many parents who are accus-

tional information.  However with few excep-
tions, under the Act, faculty and staff on college 
campuses nationwide are prohibited from com-
municating about the educational record of a 
student with anyone other than that student.   

 In order to comply with FERPA regulations 
and meet the needs of families, Fort Lewis Col-
lege students may sign a FERPA Release which 
allows parents or others as designated to have

Scholarships  

 The Fort Lewis College Foundation Office main-
tains information on institution -specific scholarships.

 The Foundation website provides a brief descrip-
tion of the scholarships available, but is not designed 
to provide complete detailed information.   Students 
should contact the department offering the scholar-
ship with specific questions or to obtain additional 
information.  
 Scholarship deadlines vary, but early Spring is 
typical for many.  Unless otherwise noted, applica-
tions must be obtained from and returned to the 
department authorizing the scholarship by the dead-
line.  Scholarships are generally for full-time, degree-
seeking students who have not previously earned a 
bachelor's degree. 

 Most recipients will be notified of their scholar-
ship award(s) by mid-June 2009.  Scholarships are 
credited to the student's Fort Lewis College bill.  The 
total amounts are for the entire year and are split 
evenly between Fall and Winter terms, unless other-
wise indicated.  The recipient must sign a Financial 
Aid Award Notification formally accepting the schol-
arship and agreeing to the conditions governing  
financial aid. 

 
 

Planning Ahead: Planning Ahead: Financial Aid 2009-10 Year 
 The Financial Aid office awards financial aid on a 
first -come, most-in-need basis; therefore, it is impor-
tant to meet the suggested deadline.  The process be-
gins with the Free Application for Federal Student Aid 
(FAFSA) submitted to the United States Department of 
Education once a year to apply for financial aid at Fort 
Lewis College.  The FAFSA requires tax return data 
making it helpful to file your federal tax return as early 
as possible.  If you have not filed a tax return, use accu-
rate estimates, but be aware that subsequent adjust-
ments may delay completion of your financial aid file. 
Submit the FAFSA as soon as possible after January 1st 
at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  

 Suggested FAFSA submission deadlines to be 
considered an early applicant are:  

Fall & Winter Trimesters:  FEBRUARY 15 
Winter Only:  SEPTEMBER 15 
Summer Only:  FEBRUARY 1  

 List Fort Lewis College on the FAFSA to ensure 
that the College receives your information. The Fort 
Lewis College federal school code is 001353.  If your 
student is a Colorado resident for tuition purposes, he 
or she should also go to https://cof.college -assist.org/
cofapp/cofapp/default.aspx and apply for the College 
Opportunity Fund  (COF) stipend.   
 Late applicants may still be eligible for a Federal 
Pell Grant and/or a Federal Stafford Loan, but limited 
need-based funds may not be available for late appli-
cants.   

 A few weeks after your student submits his or her 
FAFSA, your student will receive a Student Aid Report 
(SAR). The SAR confirms that the Department of Edu-
